COVID Cheah procedure

ACoach will retain all passes during check in and entire match. Passes MUST
be physically present at the field. Digital passes WILL NOT be accepted
under any circumstances.

ACoach will read the names of all players and staff, one at a time and show
the official the corresponding pass. That player will raise her hand when
called. Same process also repeated for all coaches.

ACoaches will retain all GDR for a period of one year in case the league
needs to reference it.

AReferees will inspect all player equipment as normal.
ACoach will still pay for the officials with cash during check in.
ACoin toss will be one representative from each team and the Referee only.

Do NJYS F or E licenses need to be renewed?
No unless they were taken after December 31st, 2019.
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If teams are at opposite side of the field, the technical area should be clearly marked and spectators should be a minimum of 6 feet
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
